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A. THE GREAT OFFENSIVE

1. ‘The Sltuatlon Prior To The Assaults (Overiay: 1)

The Greeks were qu1te hopeful before the start of war
in Anatolia. During “the ‘great battle of  SAKARYA they
advanced near -to ANKARA. But General Papulas, commander
of the Greek ANATOLIAN Army was forced to withdraw his
forces east of Eskigehir-Afyon line. The retreat of the Greek
Army under General Papulds to the west of Sakarya River in
one night was successfully’ conducted. Contrary to Government'
s decision to hold the west bank of Sakarya River, moving
his forces back to Eskigehir-Afyon line was also a correct
decision. This decision shows the ability of Papulas in taking
a respon51b1hty The. Greek Army retreated from Sakarya
‘was twice in number of Turkish Army.  Turkish Army had
92.000 soldrers,,48 000 rifles, 819 machine guns .and 145
artlllery pieces, whereas the Greek Army had, 180.000 soldiers
-88.000 rifles,- 3000 machine guns and 300 artrllery pieces
+(1). ‘Turkish Government, after a,_ brief Ppreparation, decided
to attack the Greek Army which was two times larger than
the Turkish Army. The chance of success of this plan
depended on the low morale of the Greek Army. The financial
situation was inadequate for a prolonged war. The Turkish
VArmy also’ lacked what - was needed for a successful attack
(firepower, superiority in’ number and ability to move ‘and
’maneuver) ‘Ammunition was msufflclent for' a continous

After Sakarya victory the time began to run in favour
of Turks. The internal and external political situation of
Greece was worsening. Subversive political disputes and
partisanship* took place also in the Army. Commanders
commenced to ask peace. Indifference against the Army and
negligence toward soldier families due to the prolongation of
the war were some of the discouraging factors (4). When
people became aware of the evacuation of ANATOLIA, they
had a sense of not uselessly shedding blood. Soldlers were
deserting.: -~ .

Turklsh problems were only with Greeks and the English
supportlng them. The" Enghsh public opinion and colonies
were in favour of making peace with Turkey, while India
was asking the restitution of Izmir and Thrace to Turks
through modrfrcatron of Sevres Agreement (5); (6)

In February 1922, the Turkish Govetnment proposed
negotiations for a peace agreement. On 22 nd of March, the
Allied Powers laid down their conditions for armistice, stating
that a buffer area .of 10 km. would be left by both sides
between . their: communication lines for three months under
the control of the Allied Powers, and this period could be
extended until the completion of the peace agreement. The
peace proposal made on March 26 th can be summarized as
follows: "The Greeks will evacuate ANATOLIA, Edirne and
Kirklareli areas will be left to Greeks and’ the amount of
salaried Turkish Army will be increased . from 50000 people

5. Attack Plan
During the winter of 1921-1922, political efforts did not
bear any fruit. ‘The occupation forces had no intention to

leave the country. To liberate the land there was no other

option but to ‘expel the enemy by use of force.

The Turkish High Command decided to launch the attack
in August 1922. It had been originally planned for the Autumn
of 1921, but later postponed to the Spring of 1922. The

attack plan had been improved during the past 10 months.

Some changes were also mcorporated
The situation and the factors considered dufing the

’development of the plan were as follows:

The Commander of the Western Front decided to put the
2nd Corps at the back of 1St Army according to the
instruction. Thus there would be 12 infantry divisions and 3
cavalry divisions at the -main attack area. At this point the
War History's most important center of gravity was going to
be set up. The decision was very bold. This can be expressed
as follows by using' numbers:

2 nd Army; with 50.000 soldiers and with a front of 120
km. would attack Greek forces of 120.000 soldiers. 1St Army
with 110.000 soldiers was going to attack Greek forces of
40.000 soldiers (28). The decision was courageous. Because
the weak 20d Army on a wide frontier would be thrown
back by Greek strong and crowded forces so that we could
open them the Konya-Ankara direction. This would cause the
1St Army to be diverted from its main attack direction. In
the annals of military history there are many examplés of
annihilation battles in which such risks had been taken to
defeat superior forces by using concealment, maneuver and
surprise. - Almost half of the 1St Army was deployed
successfully on August 24th, As a result of this covered

action, it could be said vtha:t the Turkish Afmy gained half

of the victory. On the other hand, the Greeks needed two
more days to alter their center of gravity accordingly. The
enemy became aware of the concentration on the following
day. But they were wrong to estimate the number of 120.000
soldiers as 30.000 (29). They ‘moved the 7th Division to the
south. However if they moved the reserve corps to the south
instead, theyh could cause a big problem to the Turkish 1St
Army. They took unhealthy precautions and it was the first
mistake that the Greek army had made.

The outlines of the offensive can be summarized as

According to the plan, these 4 corps (12 divisions) were
supposed to concentrate in a 25 km. wide area south of
Afyon. For this concentration 2nd Corps had to move 120
km., 4th Corps 110 km., 1St Corps 130 km., and the Cavalry
Corps 150 km. The three Corps except the Cavalry corps
marched on foot. To move sucha large number of troops
over a distance of 100-150 km., and keeping. the Greeks
unaware of it, was of utmost importance, because the plan
for main offensive rested on achieving a complete surprise
over the enemy.

If the Greek headquarters had been awared of the plan,
they might have shifted their reserve corps to the south and
upset the Turkish plan. Furthermore,. while the four Turkish
corps moving to the south, they would have detected the
weakest point of the Turkish Army and put it in great danger
by an attack from west to east. For these reasons it was a
particulary critical and sensitive time for the Turkish Army.
It was the most dreadful moment for Commander-In-Chief
ATATURK. During this phase he had often 1nqu1red about
the situation of the Greek reserve: "What is the position of
2ndCorps?"" That was Atatiirk's EEI (Essential Element of
Information). . When he got the answer that it was inactive
he' felt greatly reassured. For this reason, front commander
Ismet Pasha personally directed the concentration by
fragmentary orders. o

6. Battles

La. 26 August 1922 (Overlay- 6)

The Turkish Army prepared- for the attack on 25thAugust.
The enemy controlled the area from south of Afyon, through
Kalec1k Sivrisi, Erkmen, Belen, Tlnaz Hrlls to Kircaaslan,
Gigil Hill. The enemy formed a resistance pornt ‘at the highest .
hill of the region. Toklusivrisi, by not holding the steep and
hlgh hills west of Cigil Hill and leaving a gap in the defence
positions: of 15 km. After: havmg ‘learned -that :‘the narrow

2-nd Corps was to protect: the western
front -in‘the Suhut-Sandlkll tegion and the 6th Division was
tasked to protect’the left wing of the Army facing Toklusivri-
si. 2-nd Army, being the force for frontal attack ‘was tasked
to -attack the ‘enemy - forces at the north of AFYON, and
provide security against the 3 rd Corps of the enemy at
Seyitgazi and east. of Eskigehir.

““Enemy  forces facing 1 st Army consisted of 2 mfantrg
divisions ‘and- ‘an independent reglment. By coincidence,

Greek Division ‘was deployed against 4th Corps while 1 st
Greek Division faced 1 st Corps. Although the Turkish Army
had superiority over Greek Forces, it would have been quite
hard or lmp0551ble to penetrate the enemy positions if 2 nd
Greek Corps in reserve at fhsaniye moved south facing 1 st
Army. The enemy intended to shift only one division- out of
these forces. Greek Army Commander Haci Anesti who could
give a decision according' to the situation was in Izmir, far

This too was the greatest mrstake
committed by Greeks. Realizing that he is far away from.
the front, Haci Anesti gave authority to the commander of
the 1 st Corps, Trikopis, to .command the Reserve.: Corps
(36). With the given authority, Trikopis moved a. division of
the Reserve Corps to the south. But this precaution was
insufficient. Trikopis had no idea of ATATURK's plan- at
that time. Only after the Turkish attack began, he demanded
from the commander in chief, to shift two _more drvrsrons of
the Reserve Corps to the south

On the night of 25th of August Turkrsh Forces advanced
towards the Greek posrtrons. Advance lines. approached to
400 m. of the enemy positions and: started to attack the
positions with the support of the. artillery fire. begrnnmg at
5:00 am .(37) and becomrﬁ effective ‘at-5:30- am. At . 6:30
am, 5th Division of the 4th Corps entered Kaleciksivrisi and
the enemy front west of Kaleciksivrisi. 11th Division in the
west of -5th Division was to attack the ‘second. line of . ‘the
enemy after the seizure-of the first line 25th Division of the
1St Corps’ was to attack Belen Hill.

The second Turkish Army from the north and the Ist
Army from -the west would have encircled the Greek forces
thus causing total destructlon, but alas they did not obey
the orders.

b. 27 August 1922 (Overlay: 7)

As the commander of the Greek Army wanted to carry
out a counter attack from the north, the move of 9th Division
to the south was stopped at night. Only one regiment from
this division . was brought to Afyon. Gen. Diyanis could not
start the counter attack earlier than the morning of 29
August.. Thus the Turkish Army command could easily break
the front reinforced with two divisions. The actions taking
place on 27.August with. these forces took place like this:

Following an intense- artillery preparation fire in the
morning, the 4th Corps, supporting the front line by the 12th
Dmswn, began to attack. Corps commander Colonel Kemalet-
tin- Sami directed operatlons from the front lines. 4th Corps
units entered enemy positions at 07:00 hours. At 08:00 hours
the Erkmen Heights were seized (44). The Erkmen  Heights
were being defended by ‘three Greek regiments. After the
fall of Erkmen "Hills Greek forces resisted on the steep
terrain in the rear - until they received the orders to pull
back. At 17:00 hours the Tezekliyayla area fell and the city
of Afyon could be seen in the distance. In this combat the
‘Greek losses numbered close to 3000dead and wounded: A
battalion of 700 men suffered 500 losses (45). The 8th division
attacklng on the Corps's eastern flank had taken Kurtkayasi
Hill'at ' 04:00 hours by a bayonet charge (46). Thus, the
corps had taken all of the terrain upon whlch Greek forces
were going to resist. : ,

Attacks at the 1st corps front occurred as follows: |

Belen Hill ‘was seized on the previous day by the 23rd
Division. Although the 15th Division which had taken Tinaz
was forced to withdraw due to heavy enemy counterattacks,
they had managed to restore the situation by nightfall.

~ On the mght of 26 August, 3Td' Division was brought up
behind 15th Division. One detachment from the 230 Division

was also. attackmg the rear of the enemy facing the 15th

~The bulk of the 231'd Division, after ehmrnatlng the
enemy Tresistance at Tiirkmen Hill, pursued the Greek ‘forces
up to Sinirkdy at the Sincanl - Plam. “Thus it became ‘the
first division reachlng ‘the plaln. ~The wllagers that had
remained under ‘fire and hidden themselves in ‘the -nearby
mountains, wellcomed the Turkish soldiers with great joy and
kissed the hands of the soldiers regarding 'them as their
savior. The demonstration of joyfullness together with . the
jubilance of being freed from. slavery - created a heavenly
scenery difficult to define. (47) After seizure of Timaz Tepe
by the - Turkish: forces, the  14th Division at' the west entered
the  enemy. positions. at  Kiligaslan Hill, and by 15. 30 hours
completely took under its control the. hrgh ground overlooking
the plaln. (48) Only the Greek detachment .at Crgll Tepe
was continuing its resistance. As Gigil Tepe was steep and
- fortified as._a stronghold,. the attack of 57th Division: with
insufficient - artlllery support - proved to be unsuccessful. Desplte
heavy losses, nothing significant had been achieved from the
attack .on 26- August. Next morning they attacked again with
the artillery support of the nerghbourmg 14th Drvrsron.Artlllery
ssupport _proved to be. insufficient - .against - the Greek resistance
at Cigiltepe and the hill could not be captured. ‘Meanwhile
the division ; commander Lt.Col. Resat recerved orders from
the corps commander to seize. the hill before noon, . because
all other divisions had captured their ob]ectlves one by one.
This was the orly division which could not launch a successfull
attack. Upon this order, Resat conducted another attack and
failed - again. It -was too. much for - this. proud division
commander and he -killed himself wrth ‘his prstol at 11:00
hours, leaving behind the- following note: "The failure. made

me sick of hvmg” (49) He was promoted to the rank of
colonel after his death.. There are many examples - 'of this
kind in Turkish hlstory. In World ‘War 1-staff’ Lt.Col. Siileyman
Askerl, commander ‘on Iraqgi “front, . also commltted surcrde

yet it is very important as it displays the Turkish officer's
devotion to duty and his concept of honour. At 14.15 hours,
the commander of the 15t Army issued orders to pursue the
enemy (50). According to this, 1St and 4th corps were to
advance northwards while the Cavalry Corps had to create
disorder and confusion behind the enemy lines, in order to
deny Resulbaba Tepe-Balmahmut line to the enemy.

- Towards the evening all those divisions who received
orders started their advance on the plain. After having driven
out the entire Greek forces from the hills towards the plams,
the Cigil Hill also feel at 15.30 hours.

_ On the morning of 27 August, the Cavalry Corps was in
Duzagag-—Ayvah—Akgagehlr-—K_lrka-(;layhlsar region and was in
contact with one part of the enemy. In the morning, at 04.30
hours, Corps Commander received an order from the
commander of 1St Army to carry out the reconnaissance of
Greek Reserve Corps and forces in Dumlupinar area and
delay the (enemy) forces: coming for reinforcement (51).
Consequently he positioned- his divisions on three sides of the
Akcasar Plateau and allotted each reconnaissance regions. In
the afternoon, the 1St cavalry division started its attack
against the rear of the enemy's broken line while the 2 nd
Cavalry Division charged towards Yelgedigi over Bagkimse.
The 2 nd- ‘Cavalry Division destroyed the Yildinm Kemal
railway station and clashed with the troops defending the
railway line. 14th Cavalry Division also clashed with the
enemy -in the north of Karacabren, at Tazilar and in the
southeast of Kizilca, until evening, employing a regiment in
each case. -

At 15:30 hours the Cavalry Corps received. another order
from the’ Army (Headquartes), issued at 10:00 hours (52). In
the order, it was directed that the Corps be concentrated
around Akcasar and advance towards Balmahmut direction.
Fahrettin. Pasha had almost performed this before the arrival
of the ~order. After receiving the Army order he directed
the 1St Cavalry Division to Balmahmut and sent 2nd Cavalry
Division to block Afyon-Kiitahya railway line by cutting off
Thsaniye from the region. He also tasked 14th Cavalry Division

Ismet Pasha ‘passed this
point as an order. Commander of the an ‘Army - informed
that it would be more beneflcral for -them to maintain ‘the
front (troops facing - the enemy). intact while the 4th.Corps
attacked  the enemy from the rear and - the flanks~ (54).

The operatlon of the Greek forces progressed in the
followrng .manner. that day Tnkoprs ordered an assault on

Erkmen Hill in the morning. However, this could not be
carried -out since- the - Turkish - attack started. earlier.. When .
bad news from the. divisions began coming in at 10:00: o'clock; .
Gen.Trlkoprs ordered to retreat.to the ridges of the mountains

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at the north of Afyon and Sincanh plams (56). Meanwhile
the 1 st and 7th Greek Divisions were in a wretched situation
agalnst the 1 st Turkish Corps. They too were willing to .
hold ‘onto the hills in the north although they had not received
Trikopis's order. But their precautions were not in conformity
with Trikopis order, moreover Trikopis could never provide
liaison - with these units. These new positions were the
branches of Mt. Ilbulak. One branch extending north from
Erkmen Hill to Resulbaba = Hill divides Afyon plains from
Sincanh Plains. The ridges which fall to the west of Sincanh
Plains join Ahir Mountains. This position was very suitable as
it overlooked both plains, and the west wing of it blocked
Izmir -direction. Toklusivrisi in Mt. Ahir was being held by
some Greek division in the district. Although this posmon of
Greeks was suitable for defence, the Greek forces in this
posmon were in complete confusion. Trikopis who considered
this situation had to withdraw the 2nd corps in ‘the northeast
toward ‘west. In fact Trikopis was planning a large withdrawal
operation. The best action was to disengage from the Turkish
forces 'and move toward Kiitahya in order to join the corps
in Eskisehir (57). Once the enemy forces broketrough: the
front line, the Commander in Chief of the Army wanted a
step by step defence of the region up to Izmir. It was the
first time that. the two commanders agreed on a plan.
However, the road to Izmir was blocked by the Turkish
Cavalry Corps and new Turkish forces began to threaten the
Greek routes of- retreat. As the bulk of the Greek Army
were facing to the south it was difficult to shift them to
the west. In order to make the Greeks' situation worse, the
Commander in Chief of the First Army, Nurettin Pasha,
decided to- advance to the north on the night of 27/28 August-
and to attack the’enemy's defensive line. In compliance with
this decision, Turkish troops, which fought 2 days and nights
umnterruptedly, continued their advance to the north beginning
from the evening of 27 August. Afyon, relinquished by the
enemy, was rescued by the gth Division under the command
of .Colonel Kazim (583, On the evening of 27 August, higher
headquarters. on both 31des passed hours with anxiety and

In accordance with the directives of = western front
command, the 2nd Army moved its forces towards west
and southwest, with a view to blocking Kiitahya road.

2nd  Army advanced
cautiously thinking that the enemy had been still holding the
front, thus they lost contact with the Greek main forces.
The forces of the 2nd Army was able to move approximately

posmon 2nd Corps was also to march towards Dumlupinar
position as reserve (70).

This day the units of 2nd Army reached Altintas and its
south after having marched 30- km but still they were not
'able to contact the enemy. .

18t D1v131on of ‘the 3rd Corps which was ordered to
cut off Greek Forces from the behind in Eskisehir region,
started the march on 28th August and reached Doger today
and stayed the night there (71).

The Composite Cavalry Division of 20d Army reached
‘Genigler; Kurtkdy region by about noon. According to the
‘order issued by the Army, the Division, with attached National
Assembly Guard Batalhon, was instructed to rescue Kutahya
‘and reach Indnii region. The Division spent the mght north
of Altintag (72)

The personnel of the Cavalry Corps had become very
tired. Only one of its division was in contact with the enemy.
However it was deployed to prevent enemy forces to withdraw
to the west.

Tnkopls repeated the same " error he “experienced a day
before. In spite of assigning his forces the direction of
withdrawal towards the west he ordered to withdraw to the
southwest. That implied the withdrawal of the Greek forces
through Turkish lines. Trikopis's desire to reach Dumlupmar
through & short cut caused him to be engaged ‘with” 4th
(Turklsh Corps at the early hours of the mormng. In" that
engagement there arose a possibility of cutting Dumlupmar
direction by employlng the reserve division, ~ but in
exaggeratedly optimistic report from ‘the far eastern division
of the 4th Corps caused the. high command to give up such
course of action, and thus a gap of 15 km. in the Dumlupinar
direction remained to -exist. Although the 31d division of the
2nd Corps was later sent to take part in the offensive -along
the western. flank of the 4th Corps, it-‘was too late’ to close

The 1St Corps which was assigned the mission to attack
Dumluplnar positions was 12 ‘km. away. The 6th Division was
in front of Toklusivrisi- at the southern flank of Dumlupinar
defence line. When the 57th Division of the 15t -Corps engaged
with_enemy's front-line troops,the main body - of the Corps
was rather far away to produce tlmely 1nfluence on the
'battle. L ,

The 231'd Dmsmn of the 1St Corps was located at the
north, in "Diizaga¢" village. The Division was attacked by de
‘Greek's aircraft .at the early hours of the mornmg. “That
event caused the Division to begin- its advance movement
"earher (73).. As the action of the 23Id Division happened to
be one of the reasons of anmhllatlon of the Tl‘lkOplS s Group,
it ‘will be useful fo mention about its detail. The" 231d Division
had been assigned the mission to seize "Arpagedigi". As’ the
objective was clearly defined, the division 1mmed1ately began
to advance without waiting any detailed orders. = 0 .

“At the south of the Division, the" 14th and 57th Divisions
were moving forward. The 15th Division was to follow the -
23rd, Although it would be much better to attack a fortified :
positions simultaneously, as a result of the Greek's air-raid
the 23rd division had to move forward an hour earlier than
the others. In the afternoon the division maintained contact

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with the enemy and attacked him with the regiment in
advance guard.” While  its main body was proceeding from the
north to attack "Arpagedigi" a message was received, which
notified that a long march column of the enemy was moving
toward Dumlupinar  through Galkdy. Upon receipt of this
message, the division commander changed the direction of
movement from the West to the North.

They spotted the advancing Greek forces in the area of
Ashhanlar. This-destroyed once more Trikopis's hope -of moving
to the south and joining his forces. The Greek forces which
were blocked began massing in a U-Shaped terrain in the
vicinty :of Calkdy. This set the stage for their destruction in
the fighting that- followed on 30 August. The 23Td Division
had a big role in creating the situation. The commander of
the lelSlon, Lieutenant Colonel Omer Halis, using his own
initiative, decided. that. it was more important to follow the
movements of Greek. forces coming from the north
capture the target assigned to him by the corps.

Trikopis, .in his diary, talks about the 23rd Division's

offensive- which cut off his path of retreat to Dumlupinas,
and thus put him in a. critical situation. Some officers even
pushed for negotiating at surrender (74). Trikopis, violently
rejected. these suggestions and - ~.decided to withdraw in the
‘direction of Calkdy. At this point, some other units from 1St
Corps wereapproachi f the Dumlupinar positions.: The 10th
Regiment of -the 231¢ Division, which was located on the
northern flank: of the area, was under pressure. While a
large part of the 23Td -Division was caught in crossfire,
Tnkopls' withdrawal in the direction of Galkdy testored: the
situation to some extent. According to Greek sources, General
'Franko prepared to attack the rear of the 23rd  Division
using 'Colonel Plastras and the 7th Division located at Arpage-
; dlg' north of the Dumlupinar position. When he saw that
“units from the 1 st Turkish Corps were also approaching, he
gave up his plan (75). If General Franko's plan had been
“implemented the 23 rd Division would have been severely
threatened and Trikopis'sroute would have been cleared.

Overlooking -the - Dumlupinar position to the south was

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After the road to Dumlupmmar was cut, Trikopis's Group
could have retreated to Gediz from north of Murat Mountain.
For this reason, on the night of 29 Awugust Cavalry Corps
was ordered to block. this route of retreat. 20d Army, coming
from Altintas and the south, was ordered to attack Trikopis
from the north. 4th Corps was ordered to encircle from the
south and west. 23Td Division north of Dumlupinar was placed
under this corps. Thus, the divisions of the 4th Corps
amounted to 5 divisions. The 61St Division was placed under
the command of 20d Army. This way General Trikopis's five
divisions had to face eight infantry and three cavalry divisions.

 The. 1St Army which reached Dumlupinar the day after
the Greeks vacated it. On 30 August morning they moved
west to attack Franko Group in the area between Murat and
Kaplangi Mountains. - 20d  Corps con31st1ng of two divisions
commanded by colonel Ali Hikmet was in reserve.

Although, 'the: offensive forces deployed properly, the
enveloping forces were still 15-20 km. away from those of
Trikopis. 23th Division and 3th Division were facing Trikopis's
forces from the east. They were tasked to hold the enemy
till new. forces arrived. Towards the end of the day, some
Greek troops started concentrating around Calkdy and Ada
Tepe and- some started retreating towards Gediz  through
Kiziltag Dere. At dawn, the two Turkish divisions started
artillery fires which displaced the enemy from its positions.
The enemy tried to take refuge at the rear of Ada Tepe,
however, their escape route was blocked. The Ada  Tepe
area was surrounded by mountains and steep hills north of
Ashhanlar. This area was 2-5 km. from east to west and
1-5 km. from north to south, central portion of this region
was higher than the surrounding area. Trikopis later explained
his’ retreat to Ada Tepe. According to his explanation he
stayed in Dumlupinar until noon; thinking that he could
‘cooperate with General Franko's group. As he was retreating
towards Banaz he attacked from all directions and this forced
“him to defend until sunset (78).

Turkish forces which cut Trikopis's retreat towards Banaz
continued ‘the attack in the following manner. In the north

The battle of.. Supreme Commander was p
well, but due to delays in attacklng, the surrounded forces
could not be destroyed .completely. Nevertheless, the .Greeks
left thousands dead -and 1n1ured on _the . battlefield. The
escaping .. enemy could only take therr tifles- ‘along and left
artilery pieces and transport on the battefleld. Some of ‘the
escaping soldiers would be. taken prisoners on - “the ~way _and
Trikopis with .5000 soldlers would surrender later on. at Usak.

In the battle of Supreme Commander: the followrng Greek
divisions ‘were destroyed: . - :

a. 4th D1v1s10n ToIt fought agalnst 14th Corps South of
Afyon ;.

b, 5th D1v151on : It had fouhgt agalnst 16th d1v1s10n7
north’ of’ Afyon.

Destruction of enemy continued till midnight and with
the first light of dawn, a great stillness and silence descended
upon the battlefield. Greater part of the Greek Army had
been destroyed and its will to resist broken. The Supreme
Commander Mustafa Kemal Pasha was almost in the range
of rifle fire and commanded the battle hlmself from Zafer
Tepe (80).

While the 30 August victory was in progress, situation in
other region was as follows : ,

"On 30 August 1St Corps attacked Franco Group
(3 divisions) in the area between Kaplangi Mountain and the
Hallaclar-Murat Mountains and managed to capture Kaplang:
Mountain (81). At night Greeks launched a counterattack
and recovered the lost positions. However on the next day,
31 August, Franco Group was thrown out of this area and
were followed up to Usak.

znd Corps which was in reserve was brought forward and
spent ‘the night of 30/31 August in the area of Dumlupinar-
Bityitkoturak, but it was not employed that day either (82)

1St Division of 3rd Corps was brought to Aluntag region
and spent the night there. This division was not used until
that day; on 31 August it was shifted to the north for
pursmng the enemy.

Cavalry d1v1sron destroyed a Greek regiment on Porsuk
brldge at the southeast = of Kiitahya. It captured Kiitahya
and Alayunt and continued to advance towards the north.

The course of events after this turned to be a mopping-
up. operation.. The Greeks were running away for their lives
demoralised and destroyed by the Turkish forces chasing

The troops reorgamzed and rested on- 31 August on: 1st
September.

- The advance movement continued and gathered speed
Turkrsh soldiers did not want to Trest because they - were
seing the 'villages and towns still burning and the Turkish
populace in the region being massacred -by the Greek troops.
Every minute gained meant saving .a village. and the lives of

~so~manyTurks.-For-this reason; the -Turkish 1nfantry advanced

without taking any rest, and entered Izmir on the same. day
with Turkish Cavalry. '

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Surrounding areas of izmir were captured from the:
Greeks by 16th September. The Greek forces retreated
towards Bursa were routed by the composed cavalry division
along with 3rd Corps and Kocaeli Group. Those enemy troops
who survived, escaped from Bandirma by steamers on 18

sept. "Thus, the Greek occupation, which lasted 3 years and 4
months (15 May. 1919-18 Sep. 1922) and caused too much
destruction in the Anatolia resulting in irreparable losses of
precious humanlife, finally come to an end.

B. EVALUATION OF THE GREAT ATTACK......cccu....
1 An Evaluatlon Of The Turkish Army's Operations
Plan And Battles In The Lights Of The Pnncnples Of War.......

a. The Principle Of Objective
The ob]ectlve of the grand attack was to maintain
national sovereignty and peace by restoring the territorial
integrity. In order to -meet this objective, the army was
directed to destroy the enemy forces. In the political
conditions of those days, the balance between military
operations and political needs was well thought out, the
objective of the grand attack would not have been met if
this balance had not existed, or if the annihilation of the
enemy was not in accordance with political goals: The grand
_attack brought the forelgners and. Greeks to the peace table
at Lausanne, which again demonstrates the close relatlonshlp
between the military and political objectives.

" The operations plan was formulated to- support the
objective of destroying much of the enemy force. At each
successive level of command the target was always determined
to be destruction of the enemy and his will to resist.

The objective :which would bring a final and decisive
result was selected proportionate to the strength of the
force available. Thus, it was both a realistic and attainable
objective. S

For combat  superiority necessary to secure the overall
objective to be prepared, a defensive type operation was
undertaken for two years. Even after the Sakarya victory it
was- necessary to wait another ten months. The basis of the
principle of objective is the appropnateness of the chosen
objective to the power at hand.

. The physical objectives assigned to armies, corps and
divisions were done so in accordance with the main objective.
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~b. The" Pnnmple Of Offensive :

- Since the beginning of the- Independence War, a -large
counterattack wich would destroy the enemy was considered,
but not undertaken. The right ‘conditions were being" awalted.
When the conditions were ripe the grand ‘attack took place.’
Again, this was not merely an opportunistic attack, but a
well tought out offensive. .

The conditions necessary for the grand attack were
considered with respect to the principle of offensive, when
selecting the optimum time for the offensive, the Turkish
Army considered the conflicts between the national pohcles
of the 1nvaders, pressure on governments ‘due to-strong public
opinion about' peace establishment; the weakening of the
Greek Army due to internal conflict, and the heavy
psychological cost of continuing a prolonged “war. Without
considering these factors while mustering  sufficient’ combat
power, an assault would have a small. probablhty of - success.,

c. The Pnnmple ‘Of Center Of Gravity -

First, ‘the combat power of the ‘Turkish- Army was
increased to a level which could achieve decisive' results over
the'G'reek"Army‘ However, the Turkish Army did not ‘have
material ‘superiority over the ‘Greek Army in- this* operation
(the - concept of material superiority ‘with- respect to combat
superiority was discussed before). But “it is of course ‘not
correct to evaluate the combat power of an army in ‘material
terms. Such factors as morale; ‘military training, “charismatic
value of commanders, and national values must also be taken
into account.-Also the material shortcomings of a. combat
force may. be compensated for by a well organized center of
gravity. The history of warfare provides many rich . examples'
of this: In the general offensive, matenal 1nadequacy was
overcome by achieving center of - ‘gravity. Although ‘the Turklsh '
Army was inferior according to a comparison of power,” in
Afyon south front an overwhelming quantity of force ‘were
assembled in pursuit of decisive action agamst the enemy' s
two 1nfantry divisions and two infanry regiments. - -

At-the south of Afyon, 11 1nfantry d1v151ons and 3 cavalry
divisions were concentrated ‘against the ‘enemy's two divisions
and two reglments. Four of these 11 divisions were army
and “corps reserve’ assets. The 6thseparate ‘infantry = division
assigned for western flank security and~ the 3Td Cavalry
division deployed along Menderes River were not.included to
the above totals. Although . outnumbered along ‘the entire
front, by massing combat power at the critical' place and
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time .local combat- superiority, and hence victory was
achievable at -tactical level, the application of center of
mass was eastablished in the area of the four divisions (15th,
231d, 11th 5th) on the inside flanks of 1St ant 4th Corps.

At the point of strategic decision or at the place of
decisive result, by massing roughly five times the strength of

- the enemy the principle of center of gravity was demonstrated

as a skill of command. -

During the grand attack the maxim "No matter how
much force is massed at the point of decisive result, it is
still' not enough" was used. V

The center of gravity was directed against- the most
critical point in the enemy's army and defensive positions.
When the Turkish Army had advanced within 15 Kilometers
of the enemy lines, the Afyon-Usak Railway, the enemy's
main supply route and withdrawal route, had been reached. -

d. The Principle Of Economy Of Force

As a natural result of center of gravity, sufficient forces
had been assigned to the front's sections of secondary
importance.” As opposed to the 11 infantry and 3 cavalry
divisions in the center of gravity area, on the wide front
from north Afyon to North Sakarya, 5 infantry and 1 cavalry
divisions reinforced with an infantry regiment had been given
the mission of detecting the secondary attack by the enemy's
5 infantry divisions and one infantry regiment. In the region
from north of Sakarya to the Sea of Marmara the Turks
employed the Kocaeli group which was composed of the 18th
Infantry Divisions (2 regiments), 3 independent infantry
battallions, two .assault companies, and -a cavalry troop,
aqainst enemy forces composed of a little more than a °
division and an independent infantry regiment. This was an
application .:of economy of force. The Menderes regional
command and 3d Cavalry Division had been left along Mende-
res River in onder to- fix the enemy and prevent their
movement northward. The forces were ordered to conduct
raids; - demonstrations, and security operations against the
enemy's ‘three infantry regiments and an independent cavalry
division deployed along a wide front. V '

~~Thus; in~ this situation the center of gravity was
implemented in the area from the south of Afyon to Ahir
Mountain; while the principle of economy of force was applied
from Afyon to the sea of Marmara and from Ahir Mountain
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to the Aegean Sea. Along the 30km. section of the 'entire”
front totalling 620 kilometers, 11 infantry and - 3 cavalry-
divisions were massed, while on the remaining 590 km.  only-
2 cavalry divisions (12 tegiments) ~and * 1. infantry divisions,
and a little more than one infantry regiment were .employed.
This is a good example for the pnncrple of economy -of
force. , t . -

Forces assigned to the economy of force area' were‘ able
to complete their assigned missions. In the grand attack the
combat power was _economically_ used. 2nd Army was - given
the mission to engage the enemy's five divisions and one
regiment in combat. Notice that sufficient combat power
was available to be succesful 1n th1s mission. :

e. Maneuver _ o ' ' ,
. Before the attack, the Turkrsh Army had taken up a'
sound dlsposmon for decisive result. If you look at the
geometric srtuatlon of the forces massed on the front lines
on the morming of 26 August, you would see What a great
advantage the Turkish forces en]oyed. S otuiad

War hlStOI‘Y shows the great role that maneuver plays in-
the destruction of an enemy force. .In the grand attack the
Turkish Army's maneuvering capability was ‘one of the factors
leadiig to the complete destruction of the _enemy, When the
maneuver plan appeared on the map it was evident that the
enemy was strategrcally condemned to ‘destruction.. Flex1b1hty
created in the organization, administrative. _support " and
command and control, through" precautrons taken, greatly,
facrhtated the executlon of the maneuver. ‘

and control broke down. By maneuvering to the enemy rear
before the actual attack led to the victory.

"The surrounding characteristic of maneuver quickened
“the victory. Historical studies. show that the success of the
combat depends upon enveloping maneuvers after a breaktrough
of frontlines has been accomplished. We can say that the
grand attack was a series of surrounding and plannig
maneuvers. These maneuvers had a great effect, especially in
aiding units operations on the right flank,It appears that the
maneuver on the left flank resulted in the enemy losing its
will to resist, due to the units being separated from one
another. It's poss1b1e to summarize the situation in the Grand
Attack like this:

i1st Army was the main element in the enveloping
~maneuver. 1St Corps had an enveloping position. On the left
of this was the highly capable 5th  Cavalry Corps. If we
analyze the operatlon with respect to these chsposmons we
‘see that by passing Ahir Mountain 5th Corps made it easier
“for 1St army to push the enemy toward Afyon by surroundmg
1st Infantry Division's right wing. This, in turn facilitated 4t
Cotps maneuver. 15t Army which was conducting the main
attack .on the front, threw the biggest part of the enemy
from west to east, and allowed a rear attack. This .maneuver,
" consisting of four days of combat, allowed the enemy's 5th
Infantry Division to be encucled and destroyed :at the south
of Cal village. ’ -

f. The Ptinciple Of Unity Of Command
The authority and responsibilities connected with both
. commander in chief and political authorities were combined
and given to a single man, general of the army Mustafa
~Kemal Pasha. In this way the military and pohtlcal efforts
“were joined at the hlghest level.

‘In order to direct the army's operations in the direction
of .2 common goal, a -single front commander was used. In
this way, unity of command was assured with respect to the
actlons of the armed forces.

"By coming to ‘the front lines the commander-in- chief
- controlled operations from close by. He found timely solutions
to developing problems “and this led to a more effective
Command and control. An effective chain-of-command without
strong control could not be considered. Control is the most
_important element of a modern management. Good control
~and order increases the effectiveness of an organization. The
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best way, however, to have. strong: control is. to have a close
relationship between elements. .~ - . o T ; /

~ Another important aspect:-of the prmmple of umty of
fcommand is that the commander 'must know -the organization
very well. By knowing its capabilities he "can keep the
‘performance at the highest level. .In the grand -attack,” this
point was clearly demonstrated. - The commanders - were -all
experienced, and the headquarters personnel had been carefully
selected. To summanze, the commanders and therr subordlnate
were well versed in the art of war. TR TR T N Bttt

- g. The Pnncrple of Secunty i
During the massing and moving of forces the\ -enemy
was prevented from obtalmng intelligence.

Effective tactical cover and deceptlon were employed to
mislead Greek lntelhgence ‘elements. A command having no
timely nor accurate information cannot . apply the pnncrple
“of security. The relationship between 1ntelhgence and security
is of vital importance. By maintaining a closecontact with
~the.  enemy during the attack, and’ taklngn,”the necessary
_precautions at_ this hne of contact the securlty, 1mproved
1mmensely. o ‘ :

Reserving the sultable forces for thel south of Afyon
also increased.the degree of  security. Reserved forces ‘must
be -considered - within the principle. of- securlty “since another
function of reserving is to provide security. In..case of an
-attack by the enemy from -the north of. Afyon towards
_Bolvadin, 4th Infantry Division had been put in reserve in the
south of Afyon and these troops were kept close to ther
of a counterattack diminished. In splte of thlS, the Turkish
“Army was sensitive about the aforementroned attack. ~Although

“If such an attack® occurs before the concentratlon
starts, there is still. the possibility to attack: the ‘west- wing
~of the enemy. However -this attack -of the enemy ‘will ‘have
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~different effects depending on the phase of progress of the
concentration, the 4 corps will have their effectiveness
diminished in combat since they are still in transit. In the
‘concentration plan, separate arrangements of concentration
plan, separate arrangements of command have beenmade so
~as to prevent disorder in such a situation. In spite of this a
Greek attack during the transition of units (August 14-24)
could have perevented the Grand Attack. Atatiirk considered
this possibility. Because, in the contrary, the Grand Attack
plan could not have achieved its known effectiveness. A
carefully considered risk should be taken into account for
“great achievements. o '

Atatiirk eliminated this risk after the completion of the
concentration operation by conducting the attack in form of
"Raid" and in a manner to produce "Shock" effect.

Atatilitk also made use of the speed and the duration of
the attack as factors helping "to provide security. In the
Grand -Attack the Turkish Army advanced 16 km. in a
‘day. (In Sakarya Battle the Greek Army could cover only 1
km. a day). As the Greek Reserve Corps could not keep
-pace with this speed they were not be able to interfere and
they were surrounded with other units and destroyed.

The Grand Attack lasted five days, two days less than
-expected by Atatiirk who said: "I believe that the main
“force of the enemy will be defeated in six or seven days."
(86) - A

h. Surprise

The success of the Grand Attack depended greatly on
securing the raid In his "Speech", when relating the grand
offensive Atatilirk says: "Our Attack has been carried out as
a strategical and tactical raid." (87)

Another example for strategrcal secrecy was the arrival
of the news that ATATURK gave a tea party to. the
newspaper reporters in Ankara. .

These are the reasons why the enemy Was encountered

~~— -==The~ raid on the- tact1ca1 ground was:- secured wrth the
attack plan.. The place and the center of gravity of the
attack mlsgulded the enemy..

- - The .enemy did not’ fmd the time -to take any measures
‘since it failed to detect the Turkish -concentration, and
encountered a raid. If they had detected the concentration
in time, they could have reinforced thelr posmon in the
south of Afyon.

G20 Evaluatlon Of The Operatronal Plan “And Conduct Of
Battles Of The Greek Army In The Light Of The Principles
of War i

a. Objectlve
The Greek Anatohan Army followed this prrncrple by
aiming at annihilating the Turkish Army at the begrnnlng of

war. In order to establish the Hellenic sector in western . ‘

Anatolia they had to control a certain part in the Tegion
and change the status of Anatolia by using military power.
This could only be p0551b1e if the Turkish will to resist was
finally broken and the Turks could be forced into a situation
where they had to accept the political solution -offered by
Greeks. The idea of marchmg against Ankara was based on
this theory.

. The ‘mission outlrned ‘above could not be achreved because
of the lack of balance between aims and -means despite the
support of Allies. The -mission could have been achieved if
the :power" required - for it was obtained and used, though
attaining such level of power and force was a ‘mere utopia
for Greeks. Without - destroying the Turkish Armed. Forces

they could not break resistance of the Turkish people,” on
the contrary they helped in strengthening their resistance.

Fmally retreated and chose to attain the national aim
by ‘Tesortinz to the’ strategrc defence. The nature of battles
in' Anatclia proved that it was impossible to arrive at a

difficult to state whether the Greek defence
followed the principle of Centre of | Grav1ty ‘There were "two
vital areas in“the “defence. These were Esk1§eh1r—Bursa and
Afyon—Ugak. Equal strength was ‘alloted ‘to the two. _positions
i.e four divisions each were “alloted to Esk1§eh1r and Afyon
regions. 'A" reserve corps comprising three divisions was placed
at the center of these 2 areas. Not more than 7 divisions
would be used regardless the area through which the Turkish-
Army  launched the’ attack: the center of gravity -could not
be established. Greeks-failed tounderstand and -evaluate the
intentions of Turkish commanders . durrng the  preparatory
stage. They .also.failed to take precautions against the -critical
state created by the geometrical shape of the’ front.rThey

d. Economy Of Forces Fhomed MRS RREIR e
- Dlstnbutron and. disposal of forces cannot be undertakenk
without - a —centre- of _ _gravity or . vital. ground.. Greek:
commanders. could have easﬂy applied thrs pnncrple by taklngq
help .of advantages of terrain. The  terrain . of the -region
makes it possible -to easrly apply this. principle. Further;
attack against this region could only be possible through
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vital areas. There are no other direction in the region
favourable for large forces to make attack. In the Afyon
region there are two directions for attack. The first begrns
from the central area of the front, north of Afyon and joins
Afyon-Usak area. The ‘second beglns from south of the front,
passes Zafer Mountains and ends at Afyon-Usak area. Thus it
was more probable for Turkish Army to conduct -attack from
Afyon ‘Tegion. For this reason Eskisehir region would be a
region suitable for economy of forces and at least one division
could have been shifted from there to the south. He who
trles to be powerful everywhere becomes strong nowhere.

e Maneuver :
‘This pnncrple could only be apphed in the following
three ways:

~a. To attack and destroy the concentration of forces
with reseive corps and other forces at_disposal.

b. Counterattacks by reserve forces within defensive
posrtlons. :

: ‘c. To take up new defensrve position towards west
by initially stopping the attack on time on the first hne and
adoptlng a retrograde movement.

‘Greek commanders never trled the first eventuahty and
launched a counter attack with the reserve corps which
failed because it was not supported. Orders to stop the
battle 'and to retreat were given after the defeat of troops
in front and the orders to retreat were not communicated.

There was another big maneuver possible for the Greek
. Army. It was to retreat to Bursa-Usak line before the Turkish
Army- attacked. This ‘was also necessary because of the
structure of the ‘terrain. Hact Anesti made this proposal to
his ‘governmént but it was not accepted. Had it not been
refused, the attack of the Turkish Army would have been in
vain and it would have been impossible to besrege the Greek
Army. : .

f. Umty Of Comma.nd

The fact that the command headguarters of the Greek
Anatolion Army was established at 400 km. behind the
battlefield in Izmir greatly decreased the effectiveness of
command. -Political segmentation within ‘the- army rendered
the command structure inoperable. This prmcrple cannot be
apphed by ‘merely . estabhshmg orgamzatlons It should be
borne in mind that the unity of command is necessary around

a common objective.
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~ The application. of this prmcrple is poss1ble by conductlng
counterattacks and by proper distribution and" “disposition - of
forces. Greek plan and its execution did’ not 1nclude any of
these ‘and they did- not resort to rards. LB $

h. Secunty ; : S

_ Security was. not 1ncluded in the plan at all. Because
this defence organrzatron of -Greek commanders was based
on the idea that Ahir Mountain was very steep_, to be- passed
away and the _region at the south of Afyon was not suitable
for an attack. That region almost, was left empty. Certainly
this was a great mistake. There is no field which could not
